Daily sentence stack lessons and grammar inputs.

Grammar
We will be looking at word classes 
nouns, adjectives, verbs, conjunctions and adverbs. 
Non – fiction – instruction texts
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        Maths
Daily times table practice for rapid recall of 2s, 5s, 10s. We will also begin to look at our 3 times table. 
Winning with numbers – our rapid recall to develop our mental maths skills. 

Our learning journey this term will consist of:
 Place Value of numbers to four digits.
We will be able to recognise the place value of a 3-digit number and will begin to look at numbers up to a 1000. 
We will introduce the formal column method for addition and subtraction and begin to add numbers mentally (adding a 3-digit number and 1s, 10s, 100s)


	Homework and how to help your child at home…
Please read with your child at least 5 times per week. It has a huge impact on their progress at home. Children in Year 3 are also asked to spend time practising their times tables using the ‘Times Table Rockstars’ and ‘Topmarks’ website. 
Occasionally, your child may bring home resources or work to support them. Whilst this is entirely optional any support is received gratefully and will reinforce their learning at school. 

Homework:
Art, Science, Music – please look out for the homework tiles sent out on the 12th September. It is due back in on Monday 1st December with a celebration of the work held at school on the 5th September. 
Please do not bring these in until the end of November or the submission date. Unfortunately, it can be difficult to store all the entries – thankyou.
