Themes for the term:
Autumn 1 – Creation and Covenant
Autumn 2 – Prophecy and Promise 
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	Creative Curriculum
History: What can the census tell us about local areas?  
Geography: Why does Population change? 
Our history topic will focus on our local area and how it has changed since the Victorian period. Our Geography topic will explore how different factors like climate change, migration and birth and death rates affect populations.  
Art and DT: Exploring Identity and Mechanism: Automata Toys
Our art topic in the first term will look at how artists express identity and culture within their pieces. Within our Design and Technology lessons, children will have the chance to design and create a functioning toy, using wood, saws and other tools to assemble their final creations.
Science: Classifying big and small and Light and reflection. 
Our first topic will explore the work of Carl Linnaeus and classifying different creatures and our second topic will explore light, shadows and reflection. 


	English
Regular spelling sessions with strategies aimed to help to remember spellings long term. Spelling focus: Challenge words linked to the year 6 statutory spellings.
Guided reading sessions aimed to develop inference and evidence finding skills. Key text: The Hyde Park Detectives 
Book band reading with an adult and independently.
Reading for pleasure and class story: The Dollmaker of Krakow by R.M. Romero
[image: ]Daily ‘Sentence Stacking’ lessons for writing and grammar and punctuation tasks. Key Text: The Explorer (Narrative) and a Biography (Non-Fiction) 
	Maths
Daily fluency fact work, to develop speed and fluency in the key facts we need to remember. 
Daily reasoning work to develop a deeper understanding and application of skills 
Weekly arithmetic tests to support key skills and provide timed test practise. 
Our learning this term will cover place value and the four operations.
There will also be opportunities for cross curricular maths. 
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	Homework and how to help your child at home…
